LUCILLE I. BURMAN SCHOLARSHIP AWARD


A scholarship fund has been established with the Ogden Community School District Foundation in Memory of Lucille I. Burman, a long time supporter off education in the Ogden and Grand Community School Districts.  This scholarship shall be in an amount determined by the Board of Directors of the Ogden Community School District Foundation, which amount shall be not less than the annual net interest received on the investments of the Lucille I. Burman Account, and shall be awarded to one student annually.  Should Ogden Community Schools and Grand Community Schools ever merge with another school district, only students from the current Ogden and Grand Community School Districts, as established at the time of the inception of this scholarship fund, will be eligible for this award.

The selection committee shall consist of the Ogden Senior High School Counselor in charge of post-high school education assistance, the High School Principal, and a representative of the Burman family.


All criteria shall be reviewed at least every five years, and any changes shall meet with the approval of the Burman family.
