13.     Instructional Support Levy – Resolution of Intent and Set Public Hearing

Moved by Hollingshead, seconded by Friesen to introduce the following resolution and move its adoption:

RESOLUTION NO. _____

WHEREAS, this Board of Directors finds that it is desirable to consider continuing participation in an instructional support program pursuant to section 257.18 et. seq. of the Code of Iowa to raise additional funds for general fund purposes; and

WHEREAS, it is necessary to fix a time and place for a public hearing on such participation; 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Board of Directors of the Ogden Community School District, as follows:

Section 1.
The Board of Directors of the Ogden Community School District (the “District”), in the County of Boone, State of Iowa, proposes to raise annually for a period of five years additional funds for an instructional support program for the District, with such additional funding not to exceed ten percent (10%) of the total of regular program district cost for the budget year and monies received under section 257.14 as a budget adjustment for the budget year; the additional funding to be raised by a combination of state aid and of instructional support property tax levied annually upon the taxable property in the District, commencing with the levy for collection in the fiscal year beginning July 1, 2011, and of an instructional support income surtax imposed annually, to be determined by the Board for each budget year, to be imposed upon the state individual income tax of each individual income taxpayer resident in the District on December 31, 2011, and each year thereafter, to be used for general fund purposes.  The local funding shall be divided as near as may be possible, with 50 percent from the instructional support property tax and 50 percent from the instructional support income surtax.

Section 2.
A public hearing on the proposal shall be held on the 9th day of August, 2010, at 6:30 p.m., in the High School Media Center, 732 W. Division, Ogden, Iowa.

Section 3.
The Secretary of the Board of Directors is hereby authorized and instructed to issue a notice of the time and place of the public hearing once in the Ogden Reporter, a legal newspaper of general circulation issued at a regular frequency and published and distributed in the District.  The publication shall be not less than ten nor more than twenty days before the date fixed for the public hearing.  Such notice shall be in substantially the following form:

PUBLIC NOTICE is hereby given that the Board of Directors of the Ogden Community School District, in the County of Boone, State of Iowa, has passed a resolution of intent to raise annually for a period of five years additional funds for an instructional support program for the District, with such additional funding not to exceed ten percent (10%) of the total of regular program district cost for the budget year and monies received under section 257.14 as a budget adjustment for the budget year; the additional funding to be raised by a combination of state aid and of instructional support property tax levied annually upon the taxable property in the District, commencing with the levy for collection in the fiscal year beginning July 1, 2011, and of an instructional support income surtax imposed annually, to be determined by the Board for each budget year, to be imposed upon the state individual income tax of each individual income taxpayer resident in the District on December 31, 2011, and each year thereafter, to be used for general fund purposes.  The local funding shall be divided as near as may be possible, with 50 percent from the instructional support property tax and 50 percent from the instructional support income surtax.
